Specific corridors highlighted multiple times by
residents as needing improvements include McCowan Road,
Kennedy Road and Highway 7.

Network Implementation & Phasing Plan: Improvements to
major City roads are included in the Draft Cycling Network and
iInclude higher order (separated) cycling facilities. Improvements to
Regional roads will be coordinated with York Region through
network phasing and prioritization.

The community places a high priority on safety, especially
concerning the year-round maintenance of active transportation
Infrastructure. Other safety issues include the use of bicycles on
sidewalks, and ensuring there are safe crossing points,
especially along major streets.

There are 107 km of sidewalk gaps on arterial and
collector roads, of which 21 km are deferred to a future
phase beyond 2028 as they are outside of the City
urban boundary or have major constructability issues.
The remaining gaps will be constructed through the
City’s annual capital programs (65 km) or through land
development projects (21 km). The 65 km gaps being
constructed by the City have been programmed into a
10-year capital plan.
